Through it the neophytes,
with the help of their godparents, should experi-
ence a full and joyful welcome into the commu-
nity and enter into closer ties with the other faith-
ful. The faithful, in turn, should derive from it a
renewal of inspiration and of outlook.

Our responsibility is now to
pray for them and give them good example, espe-
cially as it related to our service to the poor and
powerless and all those members of Christ who
