Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Today we enter the holiest
week of the church year—Holy
Week. The way we spend the next
seven days will be important to our
spiritual lives. The first thing we might want to do is
take our calendar and the Holy Week schedule and
write in the times for the services on Holy Thursday,
Good Friday and the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday
night. Certainly life and death issues will determine
what you do during the time of services on these
High Holy Days. Not to be too presumptuous, there
probably will not be any life and death issues that
would prevent you from being with us at services.
Often, what happens is that we just don’t see the im-
portance and therefore ordinary daily life and our
routine will get in the way and prevent us from being
with our church family during these days.

On Holy Thursday we will remember in a
special way the institution of the Holy Eucharist—
Jesus coming to us in a very special way—as food
and drink. We will also be reminded that Jesus came
to serve and not be served as we perform the beauti-
ful ritual of washing feet. The pastor, as chief shep-
herd, washes the feet of twelve members of the
church as a sign of the servant-hood of the pastor.
The ritual is simple and ancient.

On Good Friday, we focus on the cross and
on the Gospel of the Passion according to John. We
solemnly proclaim the passion, and then move to rev-
erence the cross by kissing or touching it. We pray
for the world in an ancient Prayer of the People and
conclude our service by receiving the holy Eucharist.
We leave in silence to keep the solemnity of the day
when our Lord was crucified for us.

On Holy Saturday night, our service includes
lighting the new fire in front of the church, carrying
the Easter candle in solemn procession, and, while all
the church lights candles to hold during the singing
of the Exsultet, an ancient hymn of joy. Readings
from the scripture recall our liberation of slavery in
Egypt, our freedom in Christ, and the fact that our
Jesus has died and is now alive. Baptisms will be a
central part of our liturgy as 14 adults and children

will go down into the waters. Some will receive Con-
firmation and Holy Eucharist for the first time. A joy-
ous time for our brothers and sisters—and we should
be there with them to encourage them and let them
know that we welcome them into our church.

Please look at your calendar and accept my
personal invitation to be with us for the three days.
And if you cannot be with us, be assured of our
prayers for you and your loved ones. May you have a
joyous and happy Easter!

So he
devised a plan.

There were illusory walls and doorways and towers.

Bags of money, trips to
Florida, and having a beautiful body. Then he pro-
claimed throughout the land that he wished to be
found. And all the people came to the illusory castle,
but one by one they gave up searching for the king and
settled instead for some illusory treasure. Until, at last,
the king's son came. He saw that it was all an illusion
and that his father was there in plain view, sitting on a
folding chair in the middle of a great, open field.
