Thursday. I got to know her very well.  Because 

of circumstances beyond our control we did not 

have the funeral at All Saints.  We will remem-

ber Gloria during the 10:30 a.m. Mass this Sun-

day.  May she rest in peace. 

 

 For over twenty years the School Sisters 

of Notre Dame have been occupying the former 

rectory at 3717 W. Keefe Avenue.  They will be 

moving out as of August 31.  The sisters were 

great tenants. They paid their rent on time and 

kept the building in wonderful condition.  I will 

miss them because they were always with me for 

the morning mass at 8:30 a.m. at St. John 

Chapel.  I hope we can find a few more people 

who will join us for that mass now that the sis-

ters are leaving. If you are retired, please con-

sider starting your day with mass.  The mass is 

about a half hour long so you can be on your 

way by nine.  Think about it. 

 

 Because the sisters are moving on, we are 

thinking of some creative ways to use that mar-

velous building.  Right now we are considering 

the possibility of using it for assisted living.  I 

have brought the concept to the Parish Council 

and received tentative approval while to conduct 

a feasibility study.  I hope and pray we can move 

forward with this ministry.  The home is beauti-

ful and the financial remuneration would allow 

us to do three things: pay down our mortgage 

faster, make the capital improvements that our 

buildings need and provide just salaries for our 

staff.  Please pray that this project will be ap-

proved by the state so that we can move for-

ward. 

 

 Thanks to all who participated in the Little 

Rock Bible Study.  We spent six Mondays study-

ing the bible in small groups.  I hope to begin an-

other series in September focusing on St. Luke’s 

Gospel, the Gospel we will be proclaiming start-

ing in Advent.  This course will be 12 sessions.
