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The Meaning of the Sculpture Program in Our Mother of Africa Chapel  

Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in Washington, DC  

At the Annunciation, Mary accepted the angel’s invitation to become the Mother of God. Because she cooperated in 

giving the Redeemer to the world, the Church has taught that Mary represented the redeemed human race at that mo-

ment when she said, “Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it done unto me according to Thy 

word” (Luke 1:38). 

 Because of the Incarnation, Christ’s Passion and Death and her assumption into 

heaven, Mary participates in the distribution of God’s grace by her maternal intercession to 

her Divine Son. It is through the life of grace, the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, that we are 

united in the Mystical Body of Christ and receive the spiritual resources we need to work 

out our eternal salvation. Mary’s mediating role in this sacred drama is uniquely embodied 

in the African American experience and eloquently expressed in the sculpture program of 

Our Mother of Africa Chapel. 

 

                                  A Sacred Conversation 

 The statue of Our Mother of Africa holding the Christ Child faces a bas-relief in the 

nave, which chronicles the African-American odyssey, and draws us to the Crucified Christ in the sanctuary These three 

sculptural components constitute a sacra conversazione, that is a sacred conversation, in which the spectator participates 

with Our Mother of Africa, her Crucified Son, and the African-American children in the sacred drama enacted here. 

The sacred conversation, a representation of sacred personages in a single scene rather than in separate compartments, 

originated in the early fifteenth century. It is derived from altarpieces composed of three separate panels hinged to-

gether. By integrating all three panels, artists achieved a new realism in representing sacred space. The practice ex-

tended to sculpture; artists reached new levels of realism in which the spectator became an active participant in the sa-

cred conversation, as in the Our Mother of Africa Chapel. 
    
 Our Mother of Africa, holding the Christ Child, looks down upon us. She strides forward toward the narrative 

relief in the nave, and her Divine Son gestures for us to read the relief, which spans the African American experience 

from slavery to emancipation.  The narrative begins with slave traders raiding an African village. They take men, 

women, and children from the sanctity and safety of their tribal homes and herd them into the hole of one of the many 

small merchant ships active in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries in the “triangular route” of transatlantic trade. 

Setting out from London, Bristol, and Liverpool, these three-mastered, square-stern vessels, approximately sixty feet 

long, loaded with brass, pewter, woolens, East Indian textiles, arms, glass beads, and the like, traveled to the coast of 

West Africa.  Once these wares were bartered for slaves and ivory the traders set sail for Jamaica, Barbados, South 

Carolina, or Virginia. That leg of the voyage was known as the Middle Passage. In that two- to three-month trip across 

the Atlantic more than 200 slaves - men, women, and children - would be wedged into a hole ten feet deep and approxi-

mately twenty-three feet wide. In the New World, they were traded for cargoes of sugar, tobacco, hardwoods, indigo, 

and ginger bound for the return voyage to English and European markets. 

      

 At the entrance to the chapel of the floor of the nave is an abstraction in 

bronze relief of the Henrietta Maria, a seventeenth-century slave ship, which 

was discovered in 1972, thirty-four miles west of Key West, Florida. 

Those who survived the Middle Passage were sold at public auctions into slav-

ery Early on, many rebelled. From the runaway slave to the Underground Rail-

way to Canada and freedom, the courageous spirit of the African American is 

portrayed here. With the shackles of slavery finally broken, African Americans 

begin to confront prejudice and discrimination by means of Civil Rights 

marches, legislation, and prayer, through the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, who reigns above and dwells within. The 

narrative culminates in the quest for full emancipation realized in the African American family of today. The mother 

and father are modeled fully in the round. As if freed from the bronze of the relief, they step into the spectator’s space 

and lift up their arms in supplication to Christ on the cross, while their young son and daughter gaze with hope across 

the nave to Our Mother of Africa and the Infant Jesus. Thus, the formal narrative, and symbolic elements of the drama 

of Mary’s eternal intercession for her African American children are fully integrated through the sacred conversation.

NOT ENOUGH AFFORDABLE HOUSING 

 "The Catholic Church has historically urged 

the federal government to meet our nation's promise 

of a decent home for every American family. 

Through our Charities agencies, dioceses, and par-

ishes, the Catholic Community serves tens of thou-

sands of men, women, and children who struggle to 

avoid homelessness and to maintain adequate hous-

ing. Homelessness and inadequate, substandard 

housing destroys lives, undermines families, hurts 

communities, and weakens the social fabric of our 

nation. Despite our efforts--and the efforts of so 

many others--there is just not enough affordable 

housing available.( www.usccb.org/sdwp/national/

nhtfltr.shtml) 

Did you know? 

1. Sacred Heart's Door Fund Ministry is running low 

on funds. 

2. Many who come for financial help to Sacred 

Heart's "Door" are facing imminent eviction. These 

needy brothers and brothers and sisters of ours re-

ceive "comfort" as well as some help to avoid evic-

tion and referrals to other agencies. 

3. Fewer than 1 in 3 households who are eligible for 

Section 8 Housing Vouchers receive one. 

4. In order to afford housing and not spend more 

than 30% of their income on rent, an individual 

would have to work 40 hours at $16.31 an hour. 

The current minimum wage is $7.25 an hour and 

few minimum wage workers can find full time 

employment. 

What can I do? 

1. If you are able, make a contribution to Sacred 

Heart's Door Fund. Envelopes are in the back of 

the church. This is one way to keep the doors of 

their own homes open to the poor during this Ad-

vent season. 

2. When you meet a homeless brother or sister, 

know that they are indeed "Christ" disguised as 

the poor. Greet them as such. 

3. When given the opportunity, advocate and 

lobby locally and federally for more affordable 

housing.
