Jesus, lead me
closer to you through my daily crosses & trials.

6. Jesus & Veronica. Imprint your image on my
heart so that I may be faithful to you.

7. Jesus Falls a Second Time. Jesus, grant me for-
giveness. I repent for having offended you.

8. Jesus speaks to the Women. Jesus grants tears
of compassion for suffering & sorrow for sin.

9. Jesus Falls a Third Time. Jesus, let me never
yield to despair.

10. Jesus stripped of Garments. I sacrifice all at-
tachments rather than divine life of my soul.

11. Jesus is Nailed to the Cross. Strengthen my
faith & increase my love for you.

12. Jesus Dies on the Cross. Thank you Jesus for
making me a child of God & help me forgive.

13. Jesus Taken off the Cross. Jesus, let me be
pleasing to you.

Jesus Laid in the Tomb. Strengthen my
will to live for you. Give me eternal bliss in heaven.

Because of the limited number of
homes, children may have to travel as far as two
hours away from Milwaukee in order to find a safe
and loving foster home placement. Bethany Christian
Services, in conjunction with Children’s Service So-
ciety, is looking for assessment foster homes for chil-
dren, ages newborn to eleven years. These children
require temporary care, thirty to forty days, until their
cases are adjudicated and it is determined whether
they will be placed in long-term foster care or re-
turned to their parents.

This is an ideal ministry for an assessment
home provider who works part-time or is a stay at
home parent. This ministry provides financial com-
pensation and support from Bethany Christian Ser-
vices.
