Because of the limited number 

of homes, children may have to travel as far as 

two hours away from Milwaukee in order to find 

a safe and loving foster home placement. Beth-

any Christian Services, in conjunction with Chil-

dren’s Service Society, is looking for assessment 

foster homes for children, ages newborn to 

eleven years. These children require temporary 

care, thirty to forty days, until their cases are ad-

judicated and it is determined whether they will 

be placed in long-term foster care or returned to 

their parents.  

 This is an ideal ministry for an assessment 

home provider who works part-time or is a stay at 

home parent. This ministry provides financial 

compensation and support from Bethany Chris-

tian Services.
