Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 

 The Holy Season of Lent 

begins on Wednesday, February 

25th.  We will have two services 

on that day: 8:30am at St. John 

Chapel and again at 6:30pm at All Saints.  We 

will have daily mass each weekday as usual.  

Please come and join us at St. John Chapel. 
 

 During Lent, we are asked to do three 

things each day to help us prepare for the High 

Holy Days—Holy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy 

Saturday, and finally, Easter Sunday. 
 

 We are asked to pray each day, fast from 

food and other things that clutter our lives, and to 

give alms to the poor and unwanted.  To help 

with these spiritual exercises, we have given each 

member a container to collect our alms each day 

and a daily meditation book to help us center on 

the importance of our spiritual growth in  

holiness. 
 

 For our members of All Saints, I have  

often presented the importance of each member 

praying each day, worshiping with the commu-

nity each week and being committed to a specific 

outreach ministry that will engage you with peo-

ple in need, no matter what it is.  Lent would be a 

great time to seriously consider these spiritual 

recommendations. 
 

Reconciliation is also a spiritual necessity 

if we are going to be able to celebrate the great 

Easter Mystery of the Death, Resurrection and 

Ascension of the Lord Jesus Christ with joy.  

That is why we will offer the Sacrament of Rec-

onciliation on Sunday, March 15th at both the 

8am and 10:30am masses.  This does not mean 

that you cannot call me for an appointment if you 

would want to receive the sacrament at some 

other time. 
 

 I also would like us to take special care of 

the sick and homebound during this holy season 

of Lent.  I am planning to visit all the home-

bound and sick members during the Lenten season 

and I hope you will join me by visiting the home-

bound or sick brothers and sisters that you know. 

 

 As the Lenten season approaches, I again 

ask forgiveness of any member that I may have 

offended.

Please pray for me that I can 

become the kind of pastor that God is calling me 

to be.
