Do you really acknowledge your gifts from God? 
 

 I recently met Barbara Vite, Director of 

Parish Stewardship for the Archdiocese of Milwau-

kee.  Our planned meeting was to discuss Steward-

ship.  This is never a good subject for me because 

stewardship to me means money from my pocket.  

I’m never interested in discussing shelling out more 

money from my exhausted budget.  I prepared in 

advance and was in a ready position to defend my 

hidden agenda of non cooperation.  I am a cradle 

Catholic and I have heard the stewardship story 

recited from all angles.   
 

 Brothers & sisters instead of the same old 

story playing out, I received a rude awakening at 

the realization that I don’t understand stewardship.  

I just don’t have a clue.  I left the meeting thanking 

our God for giving me life and the gifts I bring to 

the table.  I left the meeting knowing I must share 

this with others.  Because I give my time, talent & 

treasure does not mean I am a good steward.  We 

must first give God our heart, put our faith first, 

and make God the priority.  When we truly believe, 

we return in kind. 
 

 I am including two short pieces written by 

Barbara Vite.  Sit back, and enjoy. Meantime, I will 

plan a brief retreat for myself.  I’m further told that 

to be a good steward one must pray, meditate, re-

new & revive self in Christ repetitiously. 
 

If You Believe in God, You Believe in Stewardship 
 

 True stewardship calls us to recognize one 

simple yet profound truth: everything we have 

comes from God.  Everything we “own” is really on 

loan from Him.  That is what makes us stewards. 
 

 Stewardship is not a “program”, or a fund-

raising campaign.  Stewardship is not a buzzword 

or round-about way of asking for more money. 
 

Stewardship is the personal virtue that allows each 

of us to recognize everything as gift.  Stewardship 

allows us to use our gifts wisely, to the very best of 

our ability, for the good of God’s Church. 

 

 Stewardship is not something we do, but 

rather the way we live.  Living as a true steward re-

quires a conversion of the heart; taking us down a 

path toward a deeper, more meaningful relationship 

with God.  Prayer, worship, reflection; these are the 

foundational building blocks of faithful stewardship. 
 

 Stewardship, simply defined, is putting our 

faith first – making God a priority in our lives.  Be-

fore we can sincerely give any portion of out time, 

talent and treasure to God, we must give Him all of 

our hearts. 
 

The Supreme Example of Stewardship 
 

 In thanksgiving we reflect on all the times in 

the past year that our parishioners have stepped for-

ward to give of their time, their talent and their treas-

ure. We are aware that sometimes good people feel 

that they are asked, and asked and asked again – all 

without the efforts they contribute being recognized.   

Some wonder, “How much more do they expect from 

me?” 
 

 We are truly grateful for everything that our 

parishioners do to build our faith community. The 

true message of stewardship, however, is not about 

counting volunteer hours, documenting service or es-

tablishing giving requirements.  It’s not about how 

much any church expects of its members.  It is about 

the expectations of our God, and our answer to his 

final question, “What have you done with all that I 

have given to you?” 
 

 Stewardship is challenging – challenging 

each of us to return to the Lord in proportion to the 

gifts we have received.    Stewardship is difficult – 

often contradicting the powerful influences of our 

culture.  Stewardship is personal – stemming from 

our personal relationship with God.  Stewardship is 

rewarding – in this world and the next. 
 

 A good place to start our reflection is to con-

sider the greatest example of true stewardship; “For 

God so loved the world that he sent his only Son, so 

that everyone who believes in Him might not perish 

but might earn eternal life.” (John 3:16). 
 

 With this as our example, how can we not an-

swer the call? 

 

 



 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

ST. JOSEPHINE BAKHITA 
  

 “I have given everything to my Master: He will take care of me… The best thing for 

us is not what we consider best, but what the Lord wants of us!” – St. Josephine Bakhita 

St. Josephine Bakhita was a slave whose life tells a beautiful story of hope.  After enduring 

torture for several years, she was finally sold to a caring master who took her to Italy.  It was 

there that she began to learn about the Catholic Church, received the sacraments and entered 

the religious life. 
 

 Josephine was born in 1869 in a small village named Olgossa, located in the Darfur region of Su-

dan.  As a young girl, while out in the fields with her family, she was kidnapped and sold into slavery.  When 

her captors asked for her name, the child was too terrified to remember.  They gave her the name Bakhita, a 

name that means “fortunate” in Arabic. 
 

 Her life as a slave wouldn’t appear to be one of a “fortunate” person.  Bakhita was often tortured by 

her owners in the form of branding, cuts, and beatings.  In her biography she notes one particularly terrifying 

moment when one of her masters cut her 114 times and poured salt in her wounds to ensure that the scars re-

mained.  “I felt I was going to die any moment, especially when they rubbed me in with the salt,” Bakhita 

wrote.  
 

 While she did not yet know of Christ, she was able to bear her suffering.  She remained hopeful and 

pondered with awe, the creator of the world.  “Seeing the sun, the moon and the stars, I said to myself: 'Who 

could be the Master of these beautiful things?' And I felt a great desire to see Him, to know Him and to pay 

Him homage.” 
 

 After being sold a total of five times, Bakhita was purchased by Callisto Legnani, the Italian consul in 

Khartoum, the capital of Sudan.  Two years later, he took Bakhita to Italy to work as a nanny for his col-

league, Augusto Michieli.  Michieli sent Bakhita to accompany his daughter to a school in Venice run by the 

Canossian Sisters.  It was here that Bakhita felt called to learn more about the Catholic Church.   

In 1890, she entered the Church and took the name of Josephine Margaret.  She was received into the Church 

with inexpressible enthusiasm stating, “I received the Sacrament of Baptism with such joy that only angels 

could describe…”In the meantime, Michielis wanted to take Josephine and his daughter back to Sudan.  How-

ever, Josephine refused to return.  The disagreement escalated and was taken to the Italian courts where it was 

ruled that Jospehine could stay in Italy because she was a free woman.  Slavery was not recognized in Italy 

and it had also been illegal in Sudan since before Josephine had been born.   
 

 Josephine remained in Italy and decided to enter Canossians in 1893.  In 1896, she professed her 

vows. She was sent to Northern Italy in the city of Schio in 1902 where she devoted her life to assisting her 

community and teaching others to love the Lord.  She often served as the door keeper of the community and 

was known for her smile, gentleness and holiness by those in Schio. 
 

 She always prayed that those around here would come to know Christ’s love.  “If I were to meet the 

slave-traders who kidnapped me and even those who tortured me, I would kneel and kiss their hands, for if 

that did not happen, I would not be a Christian and Religious today…” 
 

 In her later years, Josephine experienced great sickness and pain.  In her confusion, it is said that she 

would recall her childhood and cry out, "Please loosen the chains ... they are so heavy!" After contracting 

pneumonia, she died on February 8th, 1947. 
 

 St. Josephine was beatified in 1992 and canonized shortly after on October, 2000 by Pope John Paul 

II.  In his homily, the Pope stated that in St. Josephine Bakhita, "We find a shining advocate of genuine eman-

cipation. The history of her life inspires not passive acceptance but the firm resolve to work effectively to free 

girls and women from oppression and violence, and to return them to their dignity in the full exercise of their 

rights."  She is the first person to be canonized from Sudan and is the patron saint of the country.

The Sacrament of Confirmation 

 The Sacrament of Confirmation is a signing 

with the gift of the Holy Spirit, which enriches the 

baptized by strengthening them in their witness to 

our Lord Jesus Christ. The Catechism of the Catho-

lic Church explains that “From that time on the 

apostles, in fulfillment of Christ’s will, imparted to 

the newly baptized by the laying of hands the gift of 

the Spirit that completes the grace of Baptism… 

The imposition of hands is rightly recognized as the 

origin of the sacrament of  Confirmation, which in a 

certain way perpetuates the grace of  Pentecost in 

the Church” [(CCC):1288].   

 Sacramental preparation at All Saints for 

Confirmation is now part of the Religious Educa-

tion Program and the student must be in at least 11th 

grade.
