“When Martin Luther King, Jr. spoke of
“beloved community” he was describing the
ultimate goal of non-violent activism for peace
and justice—a global community of caring
where poverty, hunger and injustice are no
more.”

We call ourselves the “beloved commu-
nity” too. And I hope we can make King’s vi-
sion of a “beloved community” our own here at
All Saints. Certainly we are a “beloved com-
munity” when we feed hungry people as we do
three times per week, plus providing a food
pantry that is open two times a week. We also
provide small amounts of cash to those who
need help with rent, gas, and sometimes with
food and clothing. Your generosity makes our
giving possible. And certainly our home for
homeless women and children is a blessing
both to the women and children but also to all
of us.

What we don’t do as well is engage in
social justice activities that are designed to help
change the unjust “system” we are living in.
We know we need to do more to help improve
our public schools, to re-think the need to incar-
cerate non-violent offenders, to work for the
creation of more jobs within our city, to work
with neighborhood groups to help improve the
quality of life for those living on the edge in so
many ways.

MICAH is the community organization,
which addresses the issues laid out above. It is
made up of Central City and some suburban

parishes of all denominations. They meet regu-
larly and address the inequalities we find right
under our noses. I hope and pray that we will re-
join MICAH in 2010. We need two things:
members willing to take on the coordination of
the process and money to pay the membership
fee. The former is by far more important! If you
have any interest, please call me! I would love to
begin attending meetings with some of our mem-
bers.

The Sacrament of Confirmation is a sign-
ing with the gift of the Holy Spirit, which en-
riches the baptized by strengthening them in their
witness to our Lord Jesus Christ. The Catechism
of the Catholic Church explains that “From that
time on the apostles, in fulfillment of Christ’s
will, imparted to the newly baptized by the laying
of hands the gift of the Spirit that completes the
grace of Baptism... The imposition of hands is
rightly recognized as the origin of the sacrament
of Confirmation, which in a certain way perpetu-
ates the grace of Pentecost in the
Church” [(CCC):1288].

Sacramental preparation at All Saints for
Confirmation is now part of the Religious Educa-
tion Program and the student must be in at least
11" grade.

Creative Spirit Ministry is a new parish ministry that unites prayer and creativity to support members of our
parish and to support spiritual solidarity in our parish and beyond. This ministry arises from the depths of
those in the parish who, moved by the Spirit, are inspired to give expression to our creative drive in service to
others. "We believe that artists are moved by the Mystery of God to reveal more of it to each other and to
those who experience their art." (Openings, Paulist Fathers) Rooted in our faith, we join together to help
support and unify our parish community.

We have the following goals:

1) to honor our Creator by giving expression to the creative energy the Spirit has placed in each of us to
lift up the sacred in the ordinary, experienced across cultures;

2) To support those on a spiritual journey through prayer, the fiber arts and other creative expressions;

3) To reach out in solidarity to those in life-transforming situations through prayer and creative expres-

sions, to embrace them in parish support;
4) To build parish community through arts and crafts to aid in financial support of the parish and to sup-
port and nurture our parish artisans and crafts people.

We will use the following vehicles to achieve these goals.
1) Sewing and Quilting

ality, beauty and culture and to raise financial support for the parish.

2) Crocheting and Knitting

Knitting and crocheting are part of time honored artistic creativity using yarns and fiber to bind together
warmth, comfort and beauty as we are bound together in Christ and community. "Linking art, imagination
and spirituality are not new.... The arts have an especially great power to represent not only the ordinary in
our experience and faith, but the very deepest aspects of it."
