 Civil war is messy, no doubt about that. It's 

also frustrating when one works for the Church and 

the God who is for people and not for this side or 

that. At present I am chauffeuring a young priest who 

has been threatened. I drive food to different places, 

talk with different people, carry on and on with the 

Lord about what is happening with this valiant 

pueblo. The Salvadorans are sharp and strong and 

have nerves of steel. In one place in the campo in the 

middle of Mass when the shooting started, the 

women just got up, looked around and knelt down, 

the men closed the doors, and the priest just stood 

and waited and then continued Mass. No hysteria, no 

leaving the church, just a bit of commotion as Carla 

sits on the bench and looks around and says inside, 

'What have I come to?' It's a barrel of laughs---

especially as the priest whom I chauffeur says, "Step 

on the gas!" over roads that even Toyota ads would-

n't come near to describing. So, the walk continues 

and the Lord of the Way leads each day with no map 

and no clear weather, but rather fog and total trust.

The Sacrament of Confirmation 

 The Sacrament of Confirmation is a sign-

ing with the gift of the Holy Spirit, which en-

riches the baptized by strengthening them in their 

witness to our Lord Jesus Christ. The Catechism 

of the Catholic Church explains that “From that 

time on the apostles, in fulfillment of Christ’s 

will, imparted to the newly baptized by the laying 

of hands the gift of the Spirit that completes the 

grace of Baptism… The imposition of hands is 

rightly recognized as the origin of the sacrament 

of  Confirmation, which in a certain way perpetu-

ates the grace of  Pentecost in the 

Church” [(CCC):1288].   

 Sacramental preparation at All Saints for 

Confirmation is now part of the Religious Educa-

tion Program and the student must be in at least 

11th grade.
