 A few weeks ago I received a note from 

Hunger Task Force reporting on the number of 

guests we served at our meal program and food 

pantry in 2009.  We served over 16,000 meals and 

gave food to 10,200 families!  And this does not 

include all the work our St. Vincent de Paul Society 

has done to help families in need.  The numbers are 

staggering and certainly lets us know that we need 

to be here for our friends.  I again urge you to par-

ticipate in our meal program, food pantry and in the 

St. Vincent de Paul Society.  Your involvement will 

be a testimony that All Saints Catholic Church is 

trying everyday to live out the Gospel mandate to 

feed the hungry, give drink to the thirsty, clothe the 

naked, and walk with our brothers and sisters who 

are truly on the margins of our society.   
 

 Thank you for your generous financial sup-

port for our bothers and sisters in Haiti.  We raised 

$1370.85 last weekend.  After we count the collec-

tion taken on the 24th, we will send a check to 

World Mission Office of the Archdiocese of Mil-

waukee.  Again, thank you! 

 

 On Saturday January 16th, about 50 of us 

gathered in the Church Hall to discuss our liturgical 

ministries.  We had a great time and learned a lot. 

We realized just how important all of our ministries 

are.  We are the Body of Christ and as with a body, 

there are different functions, but all are necessary 

for a healthy body.  The same holds true at All 

Saints:  We need the congregation.  Without the 

congregation there would be no mass.  We need the 

ministers of hospitality who set the tone and make 

everyone feel welcome.  We need the lectors to 

open up the Word for us.  We need the choir and 

instrumentalists to help us sing to the Lord.  We 

need the ministers of the Eucharist to share with us 

the Body and Blood of Christ.  We need the aco-

lytes to assist the presider and help the flow of the 

mass.  We need the priest to lead us in prayer.  We 

need everyone to make our celebration authentic and 

our worship joyful.  We all bring a “blessing” and we 

all receive a “blessing.”  Thank you for your faithful-

ness and service to the beloved community of All 

Saints. 
 

 On Monday January 18 we celebrated the life 

of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. here at All Saints. We 

had a very large number of parishioners present along 

with folks from other parishes and seminaries.  We 

met our new Archbishop Listecki and Bishop Calla-

han at the service.  We appreciate so much their pres-

ence and commitment to the goals of Dr. Martin Lu-

ther King, Jr. 
 

 As I have done so often, I again thank you for 

allowing me to be your pastor.  I am still having so 

much fun.

LETTER TO ARCHBISHOP JEROME E. LISTECKI 

 

MEMORANDUM 

 

We, the council members of All Saints Catholic Church hereby state in response to the above-

mentioned issue and subsequent conversation by Jackie Stone, president of All Saints Parish 

Council with Rev. Patrick Heppe: 

 

1. We are strongly offended that the bishops chose not to immediately inform the parish 

council of their decision. 

 

2. That the reason for nonrenewal of Rev. Carl E. Diederichs’ contract was medical as re-

ported by Rev. Patrick Heppe, before any medical documentation was requested from 

Rev. Carl Diederichs. Therefore, we request that the council be made aware of how the 

bishops determined this outcome. 

 

3. Since Fr. Carl Diederichs received a release to return to work with no restrictions from 

his physician (copies of said document was sent to each bishop and to All Saints Parish 

Council), All Saints Parish Council members and trustees, request that the bishops re-

visit their decision and accept Fr. Diederichs’ request to renew his six year term as Pas-

tor of All Saint Catholic Church, because the medical reason stated for their denial no 

longer has merit. 

 

The parish council of All Saints Catholic Church supports the term renewal of our pastor, Fr. 

Carl E. Diederichs, for six years. We request a meeting with The Most Reverend Jerome E. 

Listecki, Most Reverend William P. Callahan and Most Reverend Richard Sklba to express 

our full support of Fr. Diederichs, to be scheduled as soon as possible.

The Catechism 

of the Catholic Church explains that “From that 

time on the apostles, in fulfillment of Christ’s 

will, imparted to the newly baptized by the laying 

of hands the gift of the Spirit that completes the 

grace of Baptism… The imposition of hands is 

rightly recognized as the origin of the sacrament 

of  Confirmation, which in a certain way perpetu-

ates the grace of  Pentecost in the 

Church” [(CCC):1288].   

 Sacramental preparation at All Saints for 

Confirmation is now part of the Religious Educa-

tion Program and the student must be in at least
