Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 

 Last Sunday, January 24th our new 

Archbishop Jerome Listecki was with our be-

loved community and presided at the 10:30 Mass.  

It was a great celebration.  We were honored to 

have Archbishop Listecki with us for mass and 

the wonderful reception after mass.  We hope he 

will come and be with us often.  Archbishop, 

please know we pray for you each day as we 

gather for morning mass. 
 

 For the last two Sundays we have taken up 

a collection for our sisters and brothers in Haiti.  

We have raised a little over $2,900.00.  We will 

send the money to the World Mission Office of 

the Archdiocese for distribution in Haiti.  God 

bless all who contributed here at All Saints and 

elsewhere.  For far too long our sisters and broth-

ers in Haiti have been living in utter poverty.  

Maybe this catastrophe will bring attention to the 

awful living conditions of the Haitian people and 

something will be done to change the lives of the 

people for the better. 
 

 Even though it would difficult to compare 

the poverty in Haiti with the poverty in Milwau-

kee, there are similarities; when people are hun-

gry it makes little difference if they live here or in 

Haiti.  And we have hungry people here.  As I 

have already mentioned, in 2009 we served over 

16,000 meals to our brothers and sisters who 

come three nights a week to our Meal Program.  

And we served over 10,000 in our Food Pantry.  

To all who help make this possible, I am so grate-

ful.  We are especially grateful to Hunger Task 

Force for so much food for both the meal pro-

gram and pantry.  We are also so grateful for 

those parishes and other groups who support our 

efforts.   

 The parishes that are partnering with us are: 

Blessed Trinity, St. Monica, St. Mary of the Hill, 

St. Francis Borgia, St. John Vianney, Three Holy 

Women and Good Shepherd.  Others who help are 

Eaton Corporation, DRS Technologies, and Shalom 

Ministries.  And when we cook as a parish, we 

count on Arlene Hayes and Connie Nunely who 

have been so very faithful.  And thanks to Peggy 

Owens who has taken on major responsibility for 

the Food Pantry and Meal Program.  God bless all 

of you.

 The Sacrament of Confirmation is a signing 

with the gift of the Holy Spirit, which enriches the 

baptized by strengthening them in their witness to our 

Lord Jesus Christ. The Catechism of the Catholic 

Church explains that ñFrom that time on the apostles, 

in fulfillment of Christôs will, imparted to the newly 

baptized by the laying of hands the gift of the Spirit 

that completes the grace of Baptismé The imposi-

tion of hands is rightly recognized as the origin of the 

sacrament of  Confirmation, which in a certain way 

perpetuates the grace of  Pentecost in the 

Churchò [(CCC):1288].   

 Sacramental preparation at All Saints for Con-

firmation is now part of the Religious Education Pro-

gram and the student must be in at least 11th grade.
