Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 I spoke about ôCentering Prayeró last Sunday.  

It is one of the most popular ways to pray.  I urge you, 

if you are not praying at all or praying in a way that is 

not bringing a real change in your life, to try centering 

prayer. 

 In the book òCentered Living, The Way of 

Centering Prayer, by Father M. Basil Pennington, we 

are giving an explanation of this type of prayer. 

 Father Basil gives us guidelines that can help 

us.  He says that for this kind of prayer we should òsit 

comfortably in a chair that will give your back good 

support and gently close your eyes.  It is well to choose 

a place where you will not be disturbed by any sudden 

intrusion.  A quiet place is helpful, though not essen-

tial.ó 

 Three rules or guidelines:  1. Be in faith and 

love to God who dwells in the center of your being, 2.  

Take up a love word and let it be gently present, sup-

porting your being to God in faith-filled love, 3. 

Whenever you become aware of anything, simply, gen-

tly return to the Lord with the use of your prayer 

word. 

 Centering Prayer lies within a living Christian 

tradition.  It has often been called òone wordó prayer.  

Father Thomas Keating, another teacher of centering 

prayer says: 

Choose a sacred word as the symbol of your 

intention to consent to Godõs presence 

and action within you. 

Sitting comfortably and with eyes closed, settle 

briefly and silently introduce the sacred 

word as the symbol of your consent to 

Godõs presence and action within you. 

When you become aware of thoughts return 

ever so gently to the sacred word. 

At the end of the prayer period, remain in si-

lence with eyes closed for a couple of 

minutes. 

 The òsacred wordó can be as simple as òCome 

Lord, Jesus,ó or òJesus Love.ó  The idea is to pray in 

silence.  No beautiful thoughts about Jesus, no 

thoughts at all.   This is not easy, but the effort is 

worthwhile.  In the silence and wordless prayer, God 

does the speaking by coming into you and uniting your 

being with the presence of God who is closer to you 

than you are to yourself. 

 Jesus himself went off to pray.  For him to be 

so in tune with the heart of God, he needed to know 

that heart and he achieved that unity with God through 

prayer. 

 As a parish, we are called to pray together each 

week.  But to make that experience even more mean-

ingful, personal prayer like centering prayer is so es-

sential. 

 Blessings on your prayer life!
