Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Today we begin a five-
week study of the 6™ Chapter
of St. John’s Gospel. This Sun-
day we begin reading from the
6" Chapter about the feeding of
the multitude (John 6: 1-15). Next week we will
read John 6:24-35. Her we are told that faith sat-
isfies hunger. On August 9", we’ll read about
Jesus being the living bread (John 6:41-51). On
the 16™, we’ll read about Jesus® flesh being food
(John 6:51-58). And finally, on August 23", we
will have the reading from John 6:60-69 and we
will hear Words of Eternal Life.

“All of the Gospel readings come from the
bread of life discourse. In it Jesus gradually re-
veals his true identify and invites us into a life of
union with him. He first miraculously feeds the
multitude. Next he claims that those who believe
in him will not hunger, because he is the bread of
life. He concludes with the instruction, boldly
insisting that if we do not feed on his flesh and
blood we will have no life. Although the claims
are incredible, Jesus does not retract them. It is
up to us to decide whether or not we will accept
him as the one who has words of eternal
life.” (From Preaching the New Lectionary by
Sister Dianne Bergant).

In today’s Gospel, we read about the feed-
ing of the multitude. It is a lesson in generosity
and God’s abundance. The disciples learned a
lot that day. They learned that God is lavish with
His gifts, but He depends on us to start the ball
rolling. The young man was so touched by Jesus
that he offered the little he had to Jesus. That is
the miracle I think! And from the “little” God
was able to make more so that all were fed and
no one was poorer for it.

“I wonder if those fed actually realized
what happened. Did enough people believe that
God has blessed us with enough that they actu-
ally discovered abundance to be true by sharing

with one another? Even if that’s what happened,
the moment did not last long. Economic sanity
quickly returned and they forgot how abundant
God is, because believing in a God of abundance
1s a dangerous belief; too dangerous to hold onto
for very long. Apparently, this crowd did not be-
cause they preferred to believe that Jesus some-
how magically provided it, and so they moved to
make him King. Jesus slipped away.” (From The
God of Abundance by Paul Nuechterlein).

We are blessed to have the Holy Eucharist,
the Bread of Life that compels us to be generous

with others; to share what God has given us.
