Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

 Thank you to all who have made pledges and 

contributed cash to the Faith In Our Future Cam-

paign.  As you know, we have set a goal of 

$250,000.00 to be raised over the next two years.  

With your generous support, we will be able to raise 

the money we need for our monthly mortgage. 

 

 As we continue the solicitation process, we are 

hoping that you will return your completed pledge 

card as soon as possible.  We will begin follow-up let-

ters and phone calls over the next few weeks.  Notice 

that the pledge card has a three-year payout period.  

But we are looking for the goal to be reached within 

two years.   

 

 As we continue the pledge process, it is impor-

tant that we go back to the reason for the campaign.  

Ninety percent of the money raised will come back to 

us to pay the mortgage.  The remaining 10% will re-

main with the Archdiocese in a special fund to be 

saved for future use for faith formation and schools.  

We will be able to request funds from the money in-

vested once that fund has begun to earn interest. 

 

 As we move forward with our FIOF Campaign, 

I again want to remind you how important your partici-

pation is.  We need all of our members to be part of 

this campaign. We know that all of us cannot make 

major gifts.  But we can all make some meaningful 

contribution over the next two years.  I have asked all 

to consider a gift of $1000.00 to $2000.00, or more if 

you have been blessed with more. For those giving 1-2 

thousand it would mean an additional $41-$83 per 

month for two years.  I will continue to speak about 

this important matter for as long as it takes for us to 

accomplish our goal.   

 

 On another financial note, we have submitted 

a balanced budget to the Archdiocese.  The annual 

mortgage amount and the expected revenues from 

the FIOF are included in the budget.  A summary of 

the budge will be available to all members.   

 

 Our parish is very blessed.  We have mem-

bers who are truly generous not only with their 

money but also will their time and talent.  I am grate-

ful to you for all you do to secure the future of our 

parish.  We stand together to discern Godõs Will for 

us here and now.
