Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 

 Summer can be a won-

derful time to become renewed 

in the spirit.  I once again rec-

ommend the simple and beauti-

ful practice of Centering 

Prayer.  The method is simple and the results can 

change the way we think and act every day. 
 

 This type of prayer is often called 

“wordless” because we are to use no words, but 

to allow God to speak to our hearts directly, si-

lently. We begin by finding a comfortable, silent 

place with no TV or radio or any other noise.  

Some people go to a special part of the house 

away from everyone. 
 

 The prayer starts with us sitting silently, 

comfortably and with the realization that we are 

carrying in our body the very God we are praying 

to.  God is closer to us than we are to ourselves.  

With this realization, we remain silent and let 

God permeate our very selves.  In order to have 

the prayer stay focused, we often need a 

“mantra” such as “Come Lord Jesus” that we can 

repeat again and again as we attempt to keep our 

own thoughts and ideas in the background as 

God is speaking to us and we are absorbing the 

Spirit. 
 

 In the beginning, it might be wise to spend 

only ten minutes in prayer and then to increase 

the time as you become more accustomed to the 

silence.  The important thing is to set aside time 

(10-20 minutes) each morning and evening and 

to stick to it, even if you are tired or would rather 

engage in conversation or other activities.  It is 

only 10-20 minutes twice a day out of a 24-hour 

day.  It is easy to skip it---who will know?  We 

will know by how we think and act.  There is 

something about having an awareness of God’s 

loving presence in our lives that changes us.  We 

often respond differently, more peacefully, more 

lovingly, more compassionately. 
 

 I hope you try Centering Prayer.  I can tell 

M i l w a u k e e ,  W i s c o n s i n 

you that it makes a difference in my life.  I am 

much more calmed, at peace and less apt to be-

come angry or negative about situations when I 

am faithful to the practice.  God bless you and 

your prayer life.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 
 

High School graduate or GED equivalent 

and two years of maintenance supervisory experi-

ence required. Must have a valid driver’s license. 
 

POSITION PURPOSE: 
 

The purpose of this position is to oversee 

physical plant operations, maintaining and moni-

toring all buildings, grounds and equipment at all 

facilities owned by All Saints Catholic Church.  

Supervise custodial staff to include daily work 

duty assignments at all facilities. Work coopera-

tively with the pastor and other staff members to 

provide an efficient, safe and effective pastoral 

environment for ministry performed within the 

guidelines of the parish mission statement. 
 

MAJOR DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES 
 

1. To perform preventive maintenance to 

buildings and grounds to minimize plumb-

ing, mechanical, electrical, heating and air 

conditioning system failures. 

2. To diagnose problems with parish vehicles 

and maintenance equipment and makes 

needed repairs 

3. Checks boilers for proper operation mak-

ing adjustments as appropriate. 

4. Supervise and monitor work of all mainte-

nance staff. 

5. Engage outside workers (contractors) for 

certain repairs as needed. 

6. Oversee and participate in the care and 

maintenance of grounds (all seasons), 

lawns, trees, shrubs, snow removal, etc. 

7. Perform physical activities including 

standing, lifting (up to 50 pounds unas-

sisted), bending, stooping, pushing, pull-

ing and twisting 

8. Maintain accurate records and files of all 

activities, chemicals, equipment and me-

chanical repairs and replacements. 

9. Provide a safe environment by operating 

under the requirements of the Insurance 

and EPA. 

10. Order and supervise maintenance supplies. 

11. Performs snow removal, lawn maintenance 

and general grounds care such as trimming 

trees, shrubs, maintaining flower beds, etc., 

as required in areas not covered by outside 

service contracts 

12. To move furniture and equipment, school 

and building supplies, shovels ice and 

snow, operates floor cleaning equipment 

and other maintenance equipment.
