Dear Sisters and Brothers,

In the second reading for
this Sunday, Paul speaks to the
Corinthians about the important
topic of sharing possessions.
Paul is raising money for the
Jerusalem community who are
going through some real tough times.

Paul is
hoping and praying that his Corinthian sisters

and brothers “excel in every respect, in faith,
discourse, knowledge, all earnestness.” And
Paul is hoping that they will also “excel in this
gracious act, also.” And the “gracious act” he is
urging on them is to give financial support to the
Church in Jerusalem.

Paul is reminding them of the “gracious
act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was
rich, for your sake he became poor, so that by his
poverty you might become rich.”

Paul is also telling them that their gener-
osity should not put them in a position where
“others should have relief while you are bur-
dened, but that as a matter of equality your abun-
dance at the present time should supply their
needs, so that their abundance may also supply
your needs, that there may be equality.” We
never know when we will need the help of oth-
ers.

I would like to make a similar request of
you that Paul made to the Corinthians. 1 would
ask you to prayerfully consider increasing your
financial support for the mission and ministry of
All Saints, the Beloved Community. Unlike the
Jerusalem Church, we are not starving to death.
But we are in need of increased financial support
just to keep up with ordinary expenses.

One way to insure that All Saints receives
your gift in a timely manner is to fill out the EFT
form so that we can receive your gift each month
without fail. Another way to help is to remember
that when you miss a Sunday that your gift for
the following week be adjusted to include the
Sundays you missed.

We are doing all we can to conserve our
financial resources. We are watching our spend-
ing very closely. But even that helps little when
the major costs of running a parish continue to
rise. You know, it happens at home too.

How much should you give? This will be
different for each of you. My guidance would in-
clude having you look seriously at the percentage
of your income that you currently give and then
increase by a point or two.

Paul concludes the reading today by quot-
ing: “As it is written: Whoever had much did not
have more, and whoever had little did not have
less.”

I do worry a lot about our financial situa-
tion. I want to worry less. Your increased support
will help a great deal.

From today's Gospel reading:

The woman had heard about Jesus and came up
behind him in the crowd and touched his

cloak. She said, "If I but touch his clothes, I
shall be cured. Immediately her flow of blood
dried up....

Jesus said to her, "Daughter, your faith has
saved you."

Reflection:

The woman's illness made her a religious and
social outcast. She was unclean, not to touch or
be touched by anyone. But she takes a chance,
reaches out and touches Jesus. He does not re-
coil from her, but heals her. After her healing
Jesus addresses her as "Daughter" -- she is no
longer an outcast, but is restored to the family of
God's people. Jesus has come to heal and invite
the outsiders into the community.

So we ask ourselves:

What is there in my life that makes me feel like
an outsider to the church community?

How can I reach out to Jesus for help?
