Lesson 5—The Fallacy of Biblical Funda-

mentalism, The Canon of the Bible 

Lesson 6—The Importance of Biblical 

Scholarship, How to Read and Study the 

Bible 
 

 The format each week is to engage in a 

daily personal study including prayer, answer-

ing the questions assigned for each day, and 

attending the weekly small-group meeting.  

The small-groups share the results of praying, 

reading, and reflecting on Scripture and on the 

assigned questions.  The last part of each meet-

ing is the wrap-up lecture.  It is designed to de-

velop and clarify the themes of each lesson.  

 

 Because we live such hectic lives, one of 

the things some of us never seem to get a 

chance to do is develop our spiritual life, spend 

real time on prayer, study and reflection with 

other members.  I am hoping this six-week 

process will lead to many more sessions on 

particular books of the Bible.

 My hope and prayer is to have as many of 

our members as possible participating in small-

group study and prayer with the Sacred Scrip-

ture as the foundation.  I look forward to our 

first series.
