Lent is a very special time
of year for Christians. It is a time
set aside to take stock of who we
are and how our lives are inter-
twined with the life of Christ. For us to deepen
our understanding of our great value, we need to
stop and shed some of the busyness that keeps us
hopping from one unimportant thing to another.

We have great resources given to us by
our church to help us deepen our relationship
with Jesus Christ and His way of life. The little
Lenten booklets given out to all members will
help center each day for at least 5-10 minutes.

Don’t wait until the last
minute and find out you have scheduled some-
thing that will prevent you from being with us on
Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday.

night—short but meaningful prayer that keeps us
in touch with the real love of our life—Jesus.
