Dear Sisters and Brothers, 
 

 The mandate the Church 

gives us for Lent is: Pray, Fast, 

and give Alms.  Today let‘s talk 

about ―alms.‖   
 

 The following quote comes from an im-

portant little book called ―Wave Goodbye to the 

Jones.‖  ―There is a challenging phrase in the 

documents of the Second Vatican Council. In 

―The Church Today,‖ the Council spoke about 

the right of the poor to a share in the world‘s 

goods. 
 

 ‗The Fathers and Doctors of the Church,‘ 

the document proceeds, ‗held this view, teaching 

that men [women] are obliged to come to the re-

lief of the poor, and to do so not merely out of 

their superfluous goods.ô 
 

 Not out of our surplus and leftovers.  Not 

out of our extras.  Not out of what is left over af-

ter we have subtracted what we need.  But out of 

our substance, out of our needs, out of what we 

require. 
 

 During his visit to the United States, Pope 

John Paul II, addressing crowds in Yankee Sta-

dium, said this:  ‗We cannot stand idly by when 

thousands of human beings are dying of hunger.  

Nor can we remain indifferent when the rights of 

the human spirit are trampled upon…. We cannot 

stand idly by, enjoying our own riches and free-

dom, if, in any place, the Lazarus of the 20th cen-

tury stands at our doors.  (That parable) must al-

ways be present in our memory, it must form our 

conscience.  Christ demands openness to our 

brothers and sisters in need—openness from the 

rich, the affluent, the economically advanced, 

openness to the poor, the underdeveloped, and 

the disadvantaged.  ‗The poor are our brothers 

and sisters.  You must never be content to leave 

them just the crumbs from the feast. You must 

take of your substance, and not just of your abun-

dance, in order to help them.‘ 
 

 This is a stronger demand than previous re-

marks of the church on our duty toward the poor; 

M i l w a u k e e ,  W i s c o n s i n 

it is a challenging call to us.  It means donating 

our new coat, not the old one in the closet; giving 

a new pair of shoes, not the ones we would throw 

out otherwise; handing over to the poor part of our 

savings, not just part of our disposable income.  It 

is a radical call to do more than ever before. 

The longest journey, the proverb says, begins with 

the first step.  It is that step we must take in hopes 

that one will lead to another and another until we 

see Jesus in the poor and his grace in our work.‖ 
 

 The book I have quoted is called ―Wave 

Good-bye to the Jones—The Christian Use of 

Wealth,‖ by James Breig.  I am always challenged 

by Breig‘s prophetic message and I work hard at 

finding Christ in the poor.

          That's what the Pauline theology of Bap-

tism is saying: You have died (Romans 6:3-5). 

In Christ you don't need the false self. You 

have faced the enemy once and for all and, 

guess what? It's you!
