Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

 One of the significant responsibilities 

of the pastor of a local parish is to insure that 

the parish is fiscally sound.  That responsibil-

ity is shared with the Parish Council and the 

Finance Committee.  Actually, all active 

members share it!   

 

 A few weeks ago I wrote to all active 

members asking each one to prayerfully con-

sider increasing their weekly/monthly finan-

cial gift to the church.  I asked each family to 

consider increasing the weekly gift by $10.00.  

For many that will be difficult.  For others it 

will simply be a matter of priorities.  Ten dol-

lars a week is $1.42 per day, or less than a 

visit to a restaurant or coffee shop.  But $1.42 

per day times our active membership comes 

to a very significant amount per weekð

enough to pay our bills and still have money 

for a rainy day.  I certainly can understand 

that not all will be able to increase substan-

tially.  But I would hope that all would do 

what they can. 

 

 Please give serious consideration to my 

request, my plea!!  If you start now to in-

crease your weekly giving by $10.00 (or 

whatever you can do now) we will be able to 

close the gap we now are experiencing with 

our income and expenses, in particular our 

energy bills. 

 

 I know some will say we need to cut 

our expenses. We have done about all we 

can do in this area as we look at each ex-

pense.  We have cut our phone bill, asked 

our maintenance crew to turn off lights and 

lower heat, we have discontinued some ser-

vices and we are taking other measures to 

lean on our expenditures.  Our largest ex-

pense is the gas/electric bills and they are 

staggering!  I canôt wait to install solar pan-

els on our buildings to reduce this cost.  But 

to do that, we need about $20,000.00.  I am 

working with our staff to develop a plan to 

raise the needed funds. 

 

 We have also brought back the Unity 

In Christ envelopes for the time being.  Very 

soon we will be asking everyone to make a 

pledge to the Faith In Our Future Campaign 

designed to provide us with the money nec-

essary to pay our monthly mortgage to 

Catholic Family Life Insurance.  Please use 

the Unity envelope as you have been doing 

until we ask for a pledge to the FIOF Cam-

paign. 

 

 I hope and pray that you will be able 

to increase your financial support of your 

parish.  God loves a cheerful giver!

THREE HOLY DAYS 

A LENTEN SERIES ON THE EASTER TRIDUUM  

  

The Easter Triduum 

The season of Lent has always been an important time in the life of the Catholic Church. It begins very dra-

matically with the reception of ashes, in a sense, marking us as God's 

people. Near the end of the season we receive palms which remind us of the people's love for Jesus - a love 

which turned to hate and indifference quite rapidly. The special practices of Lenté.added prayer, fasting, ab-

stinence, almsgivingé remind us that this is no ordinary time. Because Lent is a season with a personality of 

its own, we tend to think of it as a season which has its existence just for the sake of itself. However, it is 

important to remind ourselves that Lent exists only as a preparation for something bigger. That something 

bigger is the Easter Triduum. 

 

The term Easter Triduum might not sound familiar to you; however, you are very familiar with it. The Trid-

uum is the three-day celebration of the death and resurrection of Christ - Holy Thursday, Good Friday and 

Easter Vigil/Easter Sunday. The Church meets at times during those three days to remember what it is that 

Jesus has done for us. Lent often overshadows the Triduum, but the documents from Vatican Council II tell 

us:  

"Christ redeemed us all and gave perfect glory to God principally through his paschal 

mystery: dying he destroyed our death and rising he restored our life.  

Therefore the Easter Triduum of the passion and resurrection of Christ  

is the culmination of the entire liturgical year."

Lent exists so that we can prepare ourselves for these three great days. What is remembered during these three 

days is so spectacular and miraculous that it takes the Church fifty days to celebrate it. From the close of 

Easter Sunday until Pentecost we celebrate with great joy that which Jesus has done for us. Just imagine that 

someone you loved was torn from you unexpectedly, dying a painful, hideous death, and suddenly that person 

is brought back to life. Imagine your joy. How would you express that joy? Could you be happy for one day 

and be done with it? Probably not. It would take many days, perhaps a lifetime to express your joy. Because 

that person's life has been restored, your life has been restored. That is exactly what happens. Jesus dies a 

hideous death. God's only Son sent to save us has been put to death. And then suddenly he is alive again. We 

need fifty days to celebrate this great miracle - or perhaps we need our lifetime to express it. Thus we 

take forty days (Lent) to prepare, three days (Easter Triduum) to experience, and fifty days (Easter time) to 

celebrate the great mystery of our faith. In this article, we will explore the importance of the Easter Triduum 

and what each of the three days celebrates. Those days are so important that all who are able are encouraged 

to celebrate them together. Hopefully, the knowledge you gain will call you to be present at the celebration of 

the Easter Triduum.

Three Holy Days 

 

What the Triduum commemorates, that which makes it 

the "culmination of the entire liturgical year," is the 

passion, death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. Be-

cause Jesus was willing to die for our sins and was res-

urrected, death no longer is the end of life for us. It is 

the beginning of new life. We gather at the Easter Trid-

uum to remember the saving act of Jesus and the mira-

cle of his resurrection. Because Jesus died and was res-

urrected, we live. The term Triduum means "three 

days." The three days are counted as the Hebrews 

counted 

their days, from dusk to dusk. Therefore, the three days 

of the Easter Triduum are from dusk on Holy Thursday 

to dusk on Good Friday (day one), dusk on Good Fri-

day to dusk on Holy Saturday (day two), and dusk on 

Holy Saturday to dusk on Easter Sunday (day three).  

 
Each of those days "tells" a different part of the story of 

Jesus' saving action. On Holy Thursday we remember 

the Last Supper. Jesus gives us the Eucharist and tells 

us to "Do this in memory of me." He then washes the 

feet of the apostles. On Good Friday we remember the 

passion and death of Jesus. 

 

We celebrate the resurrection of Christ either at the 

Easter Vigil on Saturday night when new members are 

baptized and welcomed into our Catholic community or 

on Easter Sunday morning. We look at the Easter Trid-

uum as one single celebration that lasts for three days. 

We cannot separate the death of Jesus from his resur-

rection. We do not spend all of the three days in 

church, but at various times during those days, we are 

called to church to gather and remember together. 

When we are not in church, we are asked to keep the 

spirit of those days even in our homes, if possible. 

Those days are not days of "business as usual." 

In the following paragraphs we will look at each of the 

three days to learn something about the 

significance of each day and how we 

can prepare ourselves to draw closer to 

God through a good observance of the 

Easter Triduum.
