Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Beginning with the
“nomination” flyer in this week’s
bulletin we are kicking off our an-
nual leadership enlistment effort.
The culmination of the process will
be three sessions designed to help us enlist parish
council members and to help all who attend to take
or renew their leadership role in the church. The
sessions are planned for May 11, from 6:30 PM-
8:30 PM, May 13, from 5:30 PM-8:00 PM and
May 16, from 10:30 AM until 1:00 PM. All ses-
sions will be in the church hall. All who attend
will be asked to take on a ministry that suits them
at this time in their lives.

In the old days we would conduct the proc-
ess to elect parish council members much like we
do for any elected official, the one with the major-
ity vote wins—and the one with even one fewer
vote, loses. For many years now, our church has
opted out of that “win-lose” process and has em-
braced the “nomination-discernment” process. The
process includes prayer, a meal together, sharing
life stories, telling about each other’s faith journey
and articulating what servant leadership means to
them. So that, at the end of the process, we know
all of those who attended much better so that we
can then “elect” those few who will be given a
term of office on the council. The majority of
those attending will not be discerned for the coun-
cil but will be able to commit to other ministries
with a better understanding of the ministry and of
themselves.

All leaders at All Saints will, hopefully,
have a vision of “community” that will embrace
our Mission Statement and always remember that
the formation of the community of faith always re-
mains the work of the Spirit.

“The parish is a local body of believers
whose religious hope manifests itself in their min-
istries of service and sacrament. Since its goals
include both an internal and an external focus, the
parish appropriately develops the social form of
community. The parish is meant to nourish and
express the communion that exists among its mem-
bers. The experience of communion results from

and is sustained by an awareness of shared meaning
and a participation in a common mission. The mis-
sion of the parish has a focus beyond the parish, as
this local body participates in the task of the whole
church to witness to the world the saving presence
of God among us.” (Community of Faith, by Eve-

We are the local embodiment of the Presence of Je-
sus Christ and that means our lives are not our
own—they belong to the One who saved us and set
us free and expects we do the same for others.
