Reflection 29 

 

Forgiveness: 
 

The Basic Rhythm of Life 

 

Forgiveness cannot be the luxury that we sometimes 

extend to others like icing on the cake. 

Forgiveness is the glue of human relationality and 

sociality. Without it, our world would fall into chaos. 

 

 There are things in life we can change.  With 

prayer, hard work, courage, love, and hope, we can 

persistently labor for the transformation of relation-

ships, settings, and institutions.  And thank God, 

much can and does change!  But not everything 

changes.  There are relationships that remain broken. 

There are institutions that continue in their powerful 

and exploitative ways.  And much in our world re-

mains unjust.  In fact, the gap between rich and poor 

ever widens. 

 

 It is in the face of nonresolution that anger 

and bitterness always become the temptation.  It is in 

the face of the persistence of evil that despair wants 

to move to center stage.  And it is in the continuance 

of broken relationships that the temptation to doubt 

Godôs goodness and love becomes most pressing. 

  

 Martin Luther King knew something of the 

way in which power continues to benefit the powerful 

when it could be used to empower the poor.   And he 

knew something of the reality of shattered dreams 

and a divided community.  He is, therefore, right in 

reminding us that ñforgiveness is not an occasional 

act; it is a permanent attitude.ò 

 

 To live in a state of forgiveness, however, 

does not mean capitulation to the acts of wrongdo-

ers.  True forgiveness resists evil.  It calls the victim 

to freedom from hatred and it calls the perpetrator 

to repentance.  Forgiveness does not say, ñIt does 

not matter.ò  It does not say, ñThat was not wrong.ò  

Forgiveness says, ñIt does matter.  It matters so 

much that I am calling you to a new way, to change 

and transformation so that my forgiveness no 

longer becomes necessary.ò  

 

Reflection: ñBe merciful, just as your father is mer-

cifulò (Luke 6:36) 
 

 As we continue our Lenten journey, let us 

pray for each other so that the forgiveness we have 

received from God will be the kind of forgiveness 

we generously give to others.
