When We Pray

When we have prayed prayers long
enough, all the words drop away and we begin to
live in the presence of God. Then prayer is fi-
nally real. When we find ourselves sinking into
the world around us with a sense of purpose, an
inner light and deep and total trust that whatever
happens is right for us, then we have become
prayer.

When we kneel down, we admit the mag-
nitude of God in the universe and our own small-
ness in the face of it. When we stand with hands
raised,we recognize the presence of God in life
and our own inner glory because of it. All life is
in the hands of God. Even the desire to pray is
the grace to pray. The movement to pray is the
movement of God in  our  souls.

Our ability to pray depends on the power
and place of God in our life. We pray because
God attracts us and we pray only because God is
attracting us. We are not, in other words, even
the author of our own prayer life. It is the good-
ness of God, not any virtue that we have devel-
oped on our own, that brings us to the heart of

God. And it is with God's help that we seek to go
there.

Who Will Respond?

"The test of our progress is not whether we
add more to the abundance of those who have
too much; it is whether we provide enough to
those who have too little." In the midst of the
Great Depression of the 1930s, Franklin D. Roo-
sevelt spoke these stirring words to the Ameri-
can people---words that echo the biblical per-
spective on society's responsibility to the poor.

That may seem like ancient history. In fact,
it was only a generation ago that U.S. citizens
and elected leaders believed that a societal com-
mitment to the marginalized was integral to who
we were as a people.... The new paradigm
(actually a very old paradigm dating back centu-
ries to poorhouses and debtor prisons) is that the
poor have only themselves to blame for their
poverty. All that most poor people really need is
a kick in the pants. Society has little responsibil-
ity to them. Worse, most Americans are con-
vinced that government is incapable of helping
the poor, and that social programs only make
things worse.

Jesus warned us we would always have the
poor with us---not to lull us into resignation at
the inevitability of poverty but to remind us of
our covenantal obligation to respond with com-
passion and justice. Our society today is the
richest the earth has ever known, yet millions of
our U.S. sisters and brothers live in poverty,
struggling for survival and basic human dignity.
If we are to respond faithfully, we must under-
stand their struggle---and what it demands of us,
rich and poor alike....
