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Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This week I would like to cover a number
of topics. The first topic of interest to you and
me is whether or not I will be granted an exten-
sion on my term as pastor of All Saints. I have
asked the Archbishop for a two-year extension.
Within that time I would hope to greatly reduce
our mortgage to Catholic Family Life Insurance.
Besides increasing our financial contributions, I
hope to also increase the participation in our faith
formation efforts so that we as a community of
faith will always be seeking a deeper relationship
with God and our sisters and brothers. I expect a
response to my request for an extension very
soon. Please pray that our Archbishop will be
moved to grant my request.

Next week we will be conducting the three
sessions called “discernment of leadership.” The
sessions are designed to increase our understand-
ing of the nature of the church especially as it is
lived out in the local parish. One of the outcomes
of the sessions will be to fill whatever openings
there are on our Parish Council. The overall ob-
jective is to have all who attend become more in-
tentional in their ministry at All Saints and in the
larger world. Please consider coming even if you
are not ready to be a council member.

Last Saturday we had our Prayer Breakfast
to discuss our plans to “restart” our efforts to se-
cure pledges for the Faith In Our Future Capital
Campaign. The Campaign is organized by the
Archdiocese to secure money for the overall mis-
sion of the church in southeastern Wisconsin. Be-
cause we have decided to use the money received

from the pledges to pay down our mortgage, it
1s essential that we receive cooperation from all
of our members. We have been granted the
special dispensation to receive 90% of the
funds raised. We are now working on the logis-
tics to ask for the pledge over the next month.
Please be open to making a generous pledge to
the Faith In Our Future Campaign, as it will di-
rectly benefit All Saints Parish.

I am so grateful to you for your commit-
ment to All Saints Church. When I look out
each weekend and see so many people, young
and old, worshipping in our beautiful church
my heart is always touched. We are a prayerful
community and that spirit is so evident in the
way we worship and serve others.
