Dear Sisters and Brothers,

This is the time of year
when we begin to build our
budget for 2009-2010. As part
of that project, we look at what
we have been doing this year—how have we
been meeting our obligations. With God’s
blessing and our aggressive fund raising, we
still have a good chance to come in on budget.

One very important way we can insure
that our operating budget will remain in the
positive during the next fiscal year is to rein-
vigorate our Unity In Christ Fund—the fund
that pays our monthly mortgage of $7,000.00 to
Catholic Family Life Insurance Society. I, for
one, will be using some of the money I re-
ceived as a tax refund to pay down on my
pledge of $10,000.00. I hope and pray that oth-
ers who made similar pledges will begin to
contribute to the Fund. When we don’t meet
our Unity In Christ Fund goal on a monthly ba-
sis, we are forced to use operating funds. We
collected around $450,000.00 in pledges when
we began our campaign. If you made a pledge
and have not begun to pay on it, I urge you to
do so now. Over the next months we will be
asking all members to consider pledging to our
Unity In Christ Fund and asking those who
have already completed their pledge to con-
tinue to give to the fund, if possible.

As we build our budget for the next fis-
cal year, please know that we will be doing all
we can to reduce expenses while at the same
time asking for even more generous support
from you and your brothers and sisters who call
All Saints home. One of the biggest unknowns
is our utility bill—it has gone through the roof!

[ am truly grateful to you for all you do
to make our beloved community so rich in

love, faith and hope. I am proud to be your pas-
tor. Please continue to pray for us.
