          Private ownership of land is also a very 

recent concept. The original inhabitants of the 

U.S. thought it ludicrous to imagine that a per-

son could "possess" a segment of the land, 

which so obviously belonged to all living 

things and therefore to no one in particular. 

Human beings lived off the land on this planet 

for millions of years before anyone was arro-

gant enough to claim ownership.
