Liturgical Ministries  

 
    The Liturgy (Mass) is our worship and prayer to God, brothers and sisters gathered as 

a parish family. Liturgy in Greek means òthe work of the peopleó and it is a means by 

which God acts upon the church to make it holy.  All new life given to the community 

flows from the liturgical celebrations. It is the very heart, the very center of parish life.  

     The word òministeró means to serve or to give.  Within the context of the Christian 

community òministryó means to give generously for love for God. Ministry is the way we proclaim the Good 

News of the Gospel.  Our actions and behavior tell others they are truly loved.  In experiencing this love, peo-

ple know that Jesus is present among us, and that He loves them deeply and personally.    

     A fundamental element of good liturgy is the need of the whole assembly to experience itself as one in wor-

ship. As Liturgical Ministers you share your gifts and talents in services as Lectors, Eucharist, Hospitality, Aco-

lytes, and Sacristans. Your role is more than just knowing where to stand, and what to say.  

In Austin Flemingõs, òPreparing for Liturgy: A Theology and Spiritualityó chapter on òReflections for Liturgical 

Ministersó  he provides a reflection for each ministry. This week òthe Ministry of Hospitality is featured. 

 

The Ministry of Hospitality 

òYours is the first of Christõs faces to greet Godõs people as they assemble for prayer. 

Yours greeting of welcome is the first wish that òThe Lord be with you!ó 

Yours is the word that welcomes the stranger to be at home, or the silence 

that makes of our assembly a foreign land. Yours is the task of discretion: 

knowing how to welcome, and when and where to seat the late comer. 

Yours may be the last word that ushers the community to its week of work in the Lordõs vineyard. 

Yours is the Lordõs face and voice for those who enter and  depart the holy ground of prayer. 

 

Come to your work and your post from your personal prayer; be as ready as the Lord to meet his people. 

Let your welcome and your smile be for all who enter;  

remember that you will have time to see your close friends later in the week. 

Seek out the lost and the confused; do not wait for them to come to you. 

When appropriate, lend a hand and an arm to the disabled, remembering your own infirmities. 

Greet each person as the Lord, for that is precisely whom you meet. 

When taking up the collections, remember that it is for the work of Godõs people, especially among the poor; 

remember, too, that many who make an offering are themselves the poor. 

Remember that you stand at the temple gates:  

Some will come rejoicing, and others in fear; some will come healed, and others to seek that healing. 

Be sensitive and welcome all as best you can. 

Some will rush by and ignore you: 

Let go of your disappointment and pray for the Lordõs gentle touch on their heavy or hurried hearts. 

Some may fall ill while at prayer: 

See to their needs as you would have them see to yours. 
Be slow to judge those who leave early: 

Be glad that they have shared in our prayer and recall that only the Lord knows the reasons of the heart. 

When your brothers and sisters that and praise you for your work, take delight in the welcome they have found, 

and rejoice in the work the Lord has accomplished through you. 

Be faithful in the work you do, for through it the Lord saves his people.ó

  In the past several years many of our children  

received the Sacrament of Baptism during our Sun-

day Liturgies.  Sandra De Gidio, OSM in her article, 

“The Sacrament of Baptism: Celebrating the Em-

brace of God” states.  

“Infant Baptism only makes sense if parents are 

true Christian disciples. If they are not, then it 

makes little sense to initiate their children into a 

Church which calls for a commitment to living 

the mission of Christ.  

    The Rite of Baptism for Children emphasizes 

the importance of faithfulness on the part of par-

ents when it says to parents: In asking to have 

your children baptized, "you are accepting the 

responsibility of training them in the practice of 

the faith." That word practice is crucial; it calls 

for Christian modeling on the part of parents.  

Considering the future orientation of Baptism and 

the fact that we are marked for a lifelong journey 

of discipleship, it is important that parents be 

strong role models and lead the way. It is equally 

important that the children's sponsors 

(godparents) do the same. They are significant 

supporters of parents and the ones who can first 

begin to reveal to their godchildren the value of 

the Christian community.  

     Children learn to be Christian by osmosis, by 

experiencing Christianity at home. The "domestic 

church" prepares children for the local and world 

Church. It is in the home, in the domestic church, 

that children first learn basic trust which is the 

foundation of faith. Without the experience of 

faith, hope and commitment in the home, children 

will not be able to know and understand the larger 

Church. (cont next column) 

 Sacrament of Baptism cont. 
 

Vatican II's Declaration on Christian Education 

points this out quite emphatically: "Since parents 

have given children life, they are bound by the most 

serious obligation to educate their offspring and 

therefore must be recognized as the primary and 

principal educators. This role in education is so im-

portant that only with difficulty can it be supplied 

when it is lacking....It is particularly in the Christian 

family...that children should be taught from their 

early years to have a knowledge of God according 

to the faith received in Baptism, to worship him and 

to love their neighbor."
