Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

 Many of you received a 

packet a few weeks ago explaining in 

some detail the Faith In Our Future 

Capital Campaign sponsored by the 

Archdiocese of Milwaukee. I would like to say more 

about the campaign today. 

 

 The campaign was planned over a long period 

of time with our former Archbishop Timothy Dolan 

in the lead.  He wanted to establish an endowment 

that would be specifically for faith formation and 

education.  The plan was to have all members of the 

archdiocese pledge over a three-year period to this 

campaign with 60% of whatever is raised be returned 

to the local parish.  And the informal goal for each 

parish was based on the amount of revenue from the 

envelope/EFT collection. For us the goal is 

$332,000.00, over a three-year period, since we re-

ceive approximately that amount each year from 

those who use the envelope/EFT system.   

 

 My one hesitation is that this campaign could 

further diminish the gifts received to the Unity In 

Christ Fund (The Fund) and thus provide less than 

we need from it to pay our monthly mortgage of 

$7,000.00.  I have prayed over this as has the Parish 

Council and Finance Committee.  The result of our 

prayers and discussions is that Faith In Our Future 

could and should, in fact, provide us additional 

money for our mortgage since we have designated 

the 60% that comes back to us for debt reduction.  

And many of our members did not pledge and are not 

currently giving to The Fund. 

 

 It also means that those committed to the 

Unity In Christ Fund need to continue to make gifts 

to The Fund.   And those who did pledge and have 

not yet started need to begin to complete their pledge.  

If our parishioners continue to support Unity In 

Christ, and we add new donors to the Faith In Our 

Future Campaign, we, with the grace of God, should 

be able to meet all of our financial obligations. 

 

 And while the planning for the Faith In Our 

Future Campaign moves forward, we are also work-

ing on next year’s budget for operations.  We are do-

ing all we can to increase income and decrease spend-

ing, but the bottom line is that everything is more ex-

pensive.  We need you to continue to support our mis-

sion as generously as you have been doing.  And if for 

some reason you have not given the amount of finan-

cial support that you are capable of giving, I urge you 

to begin now.  You will feel much better.  Equal sacri-

fice of all members is what is needed for us to grow 

and thrive.
