Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

 

 I have been reading lately 

from a book called “Developing 

Financial Stewardship.” I would 

like to share an insert from the 

book with you. 
 

 “Life fulfillment comes from giving, not 

from accumulating.  Some people believe that 

money is tainted, a ting of evil.  This is not the 

case.  God has given us money and other posses-

sions, entrusting them to our stewardship.  If God 

created them, they cannot be evil. 
 

 “Quite the contrary, money is intended to 

playa good role.  Money is stored up value.  

Since money is so important in our society, and 

so important to each person, our money is really 

part of us.  We come the closest to giving our-

selves when we give our money.  There is some 

part of ourselves in every dollar we have, some 

of our time, some of our talent, some of our en-

ergy.  Therefore each time we make a gift of our 

money, we are making a gift of ourselves.  Seen 

in this light, the words of James Russell Lowell 

take on meaning:  „The gift without the giver is 

bare.‟ 
 

 “Henry B. Trimble, speaking in this light, 

said, “Money as a form of power is so intimately 

related to the possessor that one cannot consis-

tently give money without giving self, nor can 

one give self without giving money.”  if we have 

made our money by toil and talent, it is impossi-

ble for us to give money without giving our-

selves. 
 

 “The more money we give, the more of 

ourselves we give.  
 

 “If it is true, as Christian faith proclaims, 

that stewardship and servanthood go hand-in-

hand, and if it is true that our money represents 

us and our values, and if it is true that giving is at 

M i l w a u k e e ,  W i s c o n s i n 

least as important for the giver as it is for the re-

cipient, then the way to a fulfilling life is the way 

of a life poured out for others.  We then under-

stand what Jesus meant when he said, „It is more 

blessed to give than to receive.‟” 
 

 Think about times when you have person-

ally received greater blessings from giving than 

from receiving.  What does this experience tell 

you about what God‟s life-fulfilling purpose is for 

you? 
 

 Think about what contributions you make 

to your beloved community and the impact your 

gifts have on our people.  Our giving unites us as 

Catholic Christians.  We are richly blessed.
