A relevant happening for African American Catholics in recent years was the election of Bishop Wilton D. Greg-

ory, now Archbishop of Atlanta, as president of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, from 2001 to November 

2004, following three years as vice-president. The occasion marked the first time that an African American bishop 

presided over the U.S. Catholic Bishops Conference since it was established in 1966.
