 This Sunday is the first Sunday of Advent.  

Advent is a time of expectation, the coming of 

our God as a human being.  We know that our 

God is with us already, closer to us than we are to 

ourselves.  We know that the love of God is the 

power- force that keeps us in being.  We know 

that God is the center of our life, whether we 

think about it or not.   

 

 Advent gives us time “to think about it.”  

One way to think about it is to join us for bible 

study. We are offering four sessions, beginning 

Monday evening, on the beautiful scriptures 

given to us in the third year of the three-year cy-

cle, the year of Luke.  Please join us. 

 

 Besides attending the bible study sessions, 

we have also provided you with a booklet for 

daily use during Advent.  Please use it.  We 

would also recommend that you participate in the 

Giving Tree Project and provide someone with a 

Christmas gift that they would not otherwise be 

able to afford.  Look for the Giving Tree in the 

narthex for the church for the name and descrip-

tion of the item requested.  Purchase the item(s) 

and return them wrapped with the identification 

label you found on the tree.  It is a small thing, 

but so meaningful to those who do not have the 

means to purchase these items. 

 

 Advent is also a time for us to think more 

about our role as a member of All Saints.  We are 

a visible community, not a virtual community.  

That means we need to be present with other 

members of the community at least once a week.  

Our interaction with other members is not arbitrary 

but essential to the nature of our Christian faith.  To 

rub shoulders with other members, to look into 

their eyes and share life is so important.  When you 

miss the weekend celebration you not only miss out 

on a blessing, but you take a blessing away from 

the rest of us. 

 

 We are stewards of the church and the gos-

pel.  How we see our role will determine how we 

act regarding the church.  Do we treat it so casually 

that we don’t see ourselves as important or that our 

absences will be missed?  Please give your role as a 

member of All Saints serious thought and prayer 

and join us always as we gather around the

The National Black Catholic Congress 

We, The National Black Catholic Congress, comprised of member organizations, represent African American 

Roman Catholics, working in collaboration with National Roman Catholic organizations. We commit our-

selves to establishing an agenda for the evangelization of African Americans; and to improve the spiritual, 

mental, and physical conditions of African Americans, thereby committing ourselves to the freedom and 

growth of African Americans as full participants in church and society. 

Aware of the challenges, we are committed to evangelize ourselves, our church and unchurched African 

Americans, thereby enriching the Church. We hold ourselves accountable to our baptismal commitment to 

witness and proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ." 

 

History tells us that Black Catholics were the first to hold a national lay Catholic Congress in the United 

States. The Congress offered opportunities for Black Catholics to speak for themselves on the issues of evan-

gelization, spirituality, education and the plight of Black Americans. The initiator of this movement was 

Daniel Rudd. In the early Twentieth Century, the Knights of Peter Claver, the Federated Colored Catholics, 

and the National Catholic Interracial Federation were formed. Their annual conventions echoed the spirit of 

the past Congresses and addressed the spiritual and human needs of the Black community. Oftentimes the 

content of these Congresses and Conventions revealed the hopes, the dreams, the vision and the pain of the 

entire Black community. Their goals, born and nurtured in these settings, likewise addressed the plight of the 

Afro-American. In the late 20th Century, organizations such as the National Black Catholic Clergy Caucus, 

the National Black Sisters Conference, followed by the National Black Lay Catholic Caucus, and the National 

Office of Black Catholics have taken up the cause of Black Catholics. Since 1985, The National Black Catho-

lic Congress has served as the leading organization. 

 

Founder Daniel Rudd 

 

Daniel Rudd, founder of the National Black Catholic Congress (NBCC, was born August 7, 1854 to Robert 

and Elizabeth Rudd. Daniel was one of 12 children. His father was a slave on the Rudd estate near Bards-

town, Kentucky and his mother was a slave of the Hayden family in Bardstown. Both parents were Catholic. 

After the Civil War, Daniel Rudd moved to Springfield, Ohio (where his elder brother, Robert Rudd, was 

living), in order to get a secondary-school education. There in 1886 he began a Black newspaper which was 

called the "Ohio State Tribune." That same year, Rudd changed the focus of this weekly newspaper and 

gave it a new name, "American Catholic Tribune," the only Catholic Journal owned and published by Col-

ored men. The newsletter is presently published by the NBCC as the African American Catholic Tribune 

newsletter. 

 

In 1889, Daniel Rudd called together the very first National Black Catholic Congress. This meeting was 

held at St. Augustine Catholic Church in Washington, D.C. Distinguished men of African descent came 

from all over the United States to participate in this historic event. President Grover Cleveland invited them 

to the White House for a meeting. Fr. Augustus Tolton, the first recognized Black priest ordained for the 

United States of America, was present and celebrated High Mass. 

Daniel Rudd orchestrated five Black Congresses each year starting in 1889 – 1894.  The next congress was  

held in 1987. It was decided to hold the event every five years and the last one was in 2007in Buffalo, New 

York. Fr. Cyprian Davis, OSB, noted historian, states that Daniel Rudd is one of the most important figures 

of the nineteenth and twentieth century since he published the newspaper and promoted the Congresses.
