Dear Fr. Carl, 

 I’ve been meaning to write to you for 

about a month now, but life kept getting in the 

way. On August 2nd my family was in town to 

go to the zoo. We live in Appleton and are 

members of St. Bernard Parish. My husband 

and I adopted our two children, who are Afri-

can-American, as infants. So whenever we are 

in a larger city, we try to attend a predomi-

nantly black church. August 2nd was our sec-

ond visit to your parish. We attended during 

our zoo weekend last year too. 

 I was a little disappointed when we 

found out the choir was downtown for the 

large celebration and wished I had known 

about it ahead of time. But sometime God 

gives us blessings we never expected. You see, 

our son had just been diagnosed with a severe 

case of ADHD. We’ve been struggling with his 

behavior for years and church has always been 

a challenge for him to be still and quiet. In 

fact, we’ve had times in our own parish where 

people have moved when we go into a pew. 

It’s very discouraging. The Sunday we at-

tended Mass at your parish was no different. 

He was every active and eventually I stood in 

the back with him. I know people noticed be-

cause the priest and a few other people said 

they wish they had Caleb’s energy. No one 

seemed to be condemning us. 

 And then God sent us an angel. After 

Mass we were getting ready to leave and a 

woman walked up to us and said “He’s not 

spoiled. He has ADHD and he has it bad”. She 

went on to tell us how God gave us him be-

cause Caleb needed us. She told us that he was 

going to be someone important someday. She 

said she would pray for us and him. I started 

to cry because this was the first person to 

ever acknowledge that he wasn’t being bad, 

that he can’t control himself. I wish I knew 

the woman’s name and could tell her how 

much we needed to hear what she said that 

day. We have always felt welcome at All 

Saints, but that day we felt loved.
