Dear Sisters and Brothers,

The biggest challenge we
face as a church is to be faithful
to our calling as God’s People.
To be God’s People means we
do God’s work and bring the
joy, love, peace and compassion of Jesus into
the lives of our members and the many others
who come to us for help.

To be faithful means we will truly be
formed by God’s Word and fed by the Body and
Blood of Jesus so our every thought and action
will be the thought and action of Jesus here and
now in our world. This means that our time, en-
ergy and financial resources will be used for the
things that build up God’s Kingdom here where
we live and work.

We have much work to do. The reign of
God is not taking hold the way it should. The
powers of evil—war, poverty, hatred, selfish-
ness, racism, sexism, elitism, and degradation of
God’s earth—seem, at times, to be overcoming
the power of love. Our challenge is clear; the
seriousness of the situation is so obvious. What
is the Will of God for us now?

My own feeling is that we need to do a
much better job of feeding those who come to us
hungry and thirsty. More of us need to be in our
Church Hall on Monday, Tuesday and Thursday
evenings greeting our friends and making them
welcome in our church. Many of us can say that
we were not part of the decision to open the
meal program.

But the fact that hundreds of hungry peo-
ple are coming to us three times a week should
be a sign that God is at work feeding God’s peo-
ple and our commitment should be the same as
Jesus—when he saw a need, he put all other
things aside and focused on the need. People
need food; we have resources to feed, so we

need to feed people.

Please consider becoming an active minis-
ter in our Meal Program. I know you will enjoy
your ministry and the guests who come will enjoy
meeting you and other members from All Saints.
