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Dear Sisters and Brothers,

For the past almost four years, we have oper-
ated All Saints Commons and housed homeless
women and their children. We have served over
thirty-five families and assisted those families with
the road from homelessness to independence. We
are now wanting to address the poverty issue as a
whole and have decided to take a different approach
in the way that we help these women.

We have collaborated with Alverno College
to provide housing for women to attend college.
These women will live at All Saints Commons for
the duration of their college experience to obtain a
degree. Upon graduating, we have systems in place
that will help them locate employment and a home.

We met with First Lady Jessica Doyle and
informed her of our plans. She sent this letter dated
September 18th, 2009 in support of our new venture:

“This letter is to All Saints Catholic Church
and Alverno College as they undergo a collaboration
to provide housing to educate women. All Saints
Commons, a safe environment for women and chil-
dren, is the first step in breaking the poverty cycle
within families. This Commons not only offers shel-
ter but support to improve people’s lives.

“Both All Saints Catholic Church and Al-
verno College continue to contribute to Milwaukee.
Countless women will receive skills needed for suc-
cess and independence thanks to this collaboration.
Education is a key element to improving individual
lives, our community, and our state.

“We will share the wonderful work you are

doing as we travel throughout the state and look for-
ward to following your success in the future. Con-
gratulations on this new endeavor, and thank you for
your contribution to excellence in Wisconsin!
